HOPE Volunteers - corporate volunteering program at NUTRICIA
The Good Network Foundation cooperates with the business sector and since 2009 has been supporting the NUTRICIA company in coordinating corporate volunteering, i.e. organizing activities of the HOPE Volunteers.
In 2015 the Good Network Foundation coordinated 6th edition of the "HOPE Volunteers" program.In this edition corporate volunteers carried out 34 projects over the summer and 40 projects in the Christmas period.The volunteers received a total of 110,000 zlotys to be spent on the projects.11 corporate volunteers received additional support in the amount of 5,400 zlotys.These funds were collected through the Endomondo app.All the activities of the HOPE volunteers are included in the report prepared by the Good Network Foundation team.
We are happy to see the growing employees involvment in providing assistance, and a growing number of projects carried out by volunteers working each day in different departments of the company.Without a doubt, volunteering contributes to building positive relationships within the team and it also opens up for other people's needs. All this allows for development and gives a lot of satisfaction.
The mPotega grant program
The Good Network Foundation implemented "Masters of Mathematics" ("Mistrzowie Matematyki") - a scholarship program founded by the mBank Foundation.The program was created to support exceptionally gifted children andyoung people in the field of Mathematics. The best 14 candidates received 2,000 zlotys each to support the development of their talents.
 
The program was aimed at students of lower and upper secondary schools, who are residents of Elblag or Elblag county and did the following:
- got the average mark of minimum 4.5 at the end of the school year 2014/2015 
- got the average grade of at least 5.0 in Mathematics in the last two semesters
- are successful in Math competitions
Grants were allocated, among other things, on paying for additional classes and courses, participation in Math competitions and contests, and on purchasing educational materials.The grants were paid in the period from December 2015 to June 2016.  Detailed rules for the submission and appraisal of applications are included in the terms of the program.
There were submitted 29 applications for the "Masters of Mathematics" Competition. The Chapter, on the basis of the competition criteria, chose the 15 mathematically talented students who will receive a scholarship of 2,000 zlotys each.
