Fast and free communication with e-volunteers? Find the most suitable online communicator 

Fast and efficient communication is a serious problem to face with when working with worldwide e-volunteers, which cannot be ignored. For every activities in work, organizations or e-learning we should connect to each other and it’s obvious that funding in non-profit organizations are not enough for endless calls or tons of sending messages.  
Let’s think about people abroad. In this case the costs of calls are bilateral which means that both sides have to pay. Depends from the network charge it’s around 1 zł/min (a person who calls) and 0,25-0,30 zł/min (a person who answer the phone). Free online communicators help avoid such situations. A well-known solution, but not that simple, because of variety of programmes to choose from. 
So, what should we consider while looking for the most suitable programme? Important hints:
 

· Compatibility with different systems (Android, Windows Phone, iOS), to be more clearly, could you use this programme on different mobiles, tablets
· Encrypted messages, privacy policy of your app
· Forms of communications: only messages or audio/video calls? 

· Clarity and extra functions. In this case we should think about our exact needs. Do we look for something simple or sometimes we need to attach some photos or documents 
· Availability abroad – few communicators are only in Poland 
· Is communicator cross-platform?  It means that we could chatting with Google, Facebook, GaduGadu, Whatapp, Skype users at the same time
· Availability of different language versions
Some the most popular communicators all over the world:
 

· Skype – freeware, widespread communicator, allows audio and video calls, also sending messages on chat. Availability in different languages, for computers and mobile devices. Encrypted in 256 bit algorithm AES (Advanced Encryption Standard) to ensure messages security.
· Telegram – freeware, fast, thanks for encrypted in end-to-end it’s a minimal chance that someone unwelcome could read our messages. Telegram app allows: group chats (under 100 people invited) sending different media files (including video under 1 GB).
· Surespot – freeware, safe, quite anonymous, because of the lack of information needed about us: the phone number, e-mail ect. After downloading we have to complete only login and password. This app allows sending audio messages. Messages are encrypted and safe.

· ChatSecure - freeware, simple app, allows chatting with people using Facebook or Google chat. It supports the Off-the-record standard, which means that our messages are not archived. App is available in numerous languages (polish included).

Viber – multi-platform communicator, Skype competitor, using the user phone number. It offers: simple text messages communication, audio calls to others, who doesn’t use Viber, group chats (under 100 people at the same time), the possibility of  sharing photos, audio messages, location, stickers or emoticons. The quality of free calls is very high. 
· Kik Messenger – not popular in Poland, multi-platform communicator. Allows sending messages and attaching photos during the conversations. Available for Android and few other systems.

· Facebook Messenger – this app allows free calls, chatting, sending photos, audio messages, group chats. User must be logged on his Facebook. App is availabile for Android, iOS and Windows Phone in different languages versions.

· Hangouts – succesor for Google Talk communicator. This app is similar to the Skype and allows both: text messages and absolutely free video calls. Different versions for systems are available including Android.
