Normally, there’s no need to have a particular set of skills or 
a professional education. Your open-minded attitude and a bit of time to spare should be enough. If you are interested in the problem, you will quickly gain any needed insights. However, the Act of Law of April 24th 2003 on Public Benefit and Volunteer Work states, that 
a volunteer should have necessary qualifications and meet the terms adequate to the type of delivered service. But, those condition don’t limit him from servicing at all! The organization which offers jobs to the volunteers, defines necessary requirements independently and is responsible for volunteer’s evaluation according to agreed rules. Age is not an issue either. Those interested in volunteering but under 18, are asked to submit a written permission from their parents (or legal guardians) to be able to volunteer in line with stated regulations.

Voluntary service is not a typical job, it’s a way of life. You can volunteer everyday or just  once a week. You can volunteer for 
a specific event - one time or for a long term. Everyone will  find something for themselves. The scope of duties is established at the beginning of cooperation with new coming volunteer. You will never be expected to spend more time than you actually are able to invest into project. The only matter is the passion given to your actions. 
E-volunteering is for those, who  want and enjoy  using  Internet. 
E-volunteers are free from boundaries of time and place.  They are able to provide an assistance anywhere with an access to the Internet. Typically, they are involved in writing blogs, new articles, translations, preparing graphics, coordinating promotional campaigns or creating online helping communities. E-volunteers are using modern technologies to change the world for the better!
