YOU CAN BECOME A E-VOLUNTEER TOO!
You always thought about volunteering, but you don’t know if you will fit in? That’s normal! Everyone can become a volunteer (or a e-volunteer)  during any part of his life.

E- volunteer needs a computer with an internet access (because it’s your main tool)  Usually, you don’t need any special education, or abilities, the main factor is willingness. If you are interested in the subject, you will quickly gain experience, or any needed traits. Admittedly, the Act of Charitable Activities and volunteering (at least in Poland) states that a volunteer should have necessary qualifications appropriate to the type of work, but this shouldn’t be a problem! Volunteer gathering organization is responsible for the requirements, and will check if one is capable enough.  Age is not an issue either. Children under 18 only need an written consent from their parents or legal guardians to be able to fulfill necessary obligations.
Being a volunteer is not a typical „job”, it’s a way of life. You can be a volunteer everyday, or help out once a week. You can volunteer for a specific event, one time, or long term. Everyone can find something to suit him/her. The degree of responsibilities is established before the start: nobody expects that somebody will put more time than he/her is capable of.  Only thing that counts, is how much love we put into the mix. 
E – Volunteering is for those of us, that want and like working in the internet. E – Volunteers are free from time and place constraints.  They can help anywhere there is an internet access. They are often involved in blogging, preparing articles, translating, creating graphics, coordinating promotional campaigns, or helping people online.
