In other words, everything that is related with Kukuczka’s “crowning” expedition on the fourteenth highest mountain in the world.

Alpina Watch – Alpiner 4, Jerzy Kukuczka limited edition

In 1933-1938 Alpina had been working on the project “Alpina 4”, which was creating a water-resistant, anti magnetic, shock-resistant watch made with stainless steal. In this way, models, with features that now are considered must-haves in every sport watch, were made. 
Original, stylish Alpina man’s watch on a leather strap, Alpiner 4 Automatic Jerzy Kukuczka limited edition, the producer’s catalog number is AL-525JK5AQ6.
The watch is Swiss made. The mechanism in this exceptional watch is traditional, it is automatically set with a wrist’s movement. 
Water-resistance of the watch equals 100 meters.
Additional features are: rotary field glass, dater, fluorescent hands of the clock and fluorescent indexes on the clock’s face.
The watch’s case thickness is above-standard (13,2 mm). Total laden mass of the watch is relatively big (115,1 g). Characteristic, type “big size” case, 44 mm wide.
The case of the watch is round, made with stainless steal. The face of the watch is dark, protected by incredibly hard top-notch, scratch-resistant sapphire glass. Hours on the clock are marked as indexes.
